The application for the audition must be completed, endorsed by a high school official
and returned to the Morning Music Scholarship Chairperson, Barbara Pease, 164 East
Washington Ave, Pearl River, NY 10965 postmarked no later than February 4, 2012.

INFORMATION: applicants will be informed of their audition times approximately two
weeks before the audition date.

Applicants will be judged by a panel of five musicians. In order to win an award, a
numerical criteria standard must be achieved. The panel’s decision is final. Contestants
will be informed of the results in writing.

Application forms have been provided to music directors, teachers, guidance counselors
and principals at all Rockland County high schools.
